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Wokingham Borough Council Strategic Development Location Masterplans





Dear Mr Pickles and Mr Redwood,


On the 24th June 2010, the Executive of Wokingham Borough Council (WBC) meet to discuss, and possibly approve, supplementary planning documents (masterplans) for four Strategic Development Locations (SDLs) in Wokingham Borough.  In one of these SDLs, South of the M4, the WBC Core Strategy has allocated 2,500 homes; part of a number WBC claim to have been allocated to them by the previous Government’s housing strategy.


These masterplans open the door to irreversible loss of open country side and will change the character of a number of small villages forever. More disturbing, however, is that that WBC claims that these masterplans have been community led and represent how and where local people want development to occur. This is something that many people in our Community contest!


Following a change of Government and statement of intent to abolish regional housing targets for the South East of England, this must result in a requirement for WBC to review their Core Strategy and revisit the masterplans following a review.


As a resident of Shinfield, part of the South of the M4 SDL, I am writing to you to intervene in WBC’s activities and specifically:


Prevent Wokingham Borough Council approving the masterplans until it can demonstrate that the views of the community have been appropriately considered and the targets for housing development are appropriate under the new Government.


Prevent Wokingham Borough Council approving any planning application for large scale development on open green land and put in place measures to prevent developers pushing such applications through on appeal until such a time that point 1 has been dealt with.
